Legalities 
Learn about your legal rights and obligations and how to legally protect your work 
through copyrights. 
 
Insurance 
Educate yourself on the basics of insurance to cover rentals, riders, resources, 
personnel, and equipment. 
 
The Artist Production Development Workshop will be held at the Lincoln Theatre (769 
E. Long St.) from 8:30 am-1 pm on Saturday, September 11. The workshop is FREE, 
but a reservation is required at www.LincolnTheatreColumbus.com.
